WHO? 

Creative cellule, open and variable depending on necessities, aims, casualties and research. There used to be others, but now it’s Adolfo, Deu, Javi, Paulino and Jens. Tomorrow maybe as well.

WHAT?

Labels are reducing too much and they often do not describe the real music behind a band. But sometimes they are useful to give us a first idea. We could talk about post-punk, punk.funk, neofunk or dance-rock to define the management of sound realized by Standard. There are references, echoes and winks of groups like Joy Division, Out Hud, Spaceman 3, The Rapture, Death in Vegas, Stooges, Happy Mondays…..

WHERE?

In the “modulo”, situated right next to the Basque coastline, it’s much more than a rehearsing room, headquarter, centre of organization, improvised studio, sound.lab, where we work and model the cumulative sound of Standard, without assignment of a special instrument to one person.

HOW??

Seemingly repetitive poly-rhythmic patterns define their sound (two sets of drum, a drum machine and percussions). A sound on which sound variations, thickering plots, intertwining guitars, an eye for detail and uplifting harmonies are brilliantly built.

WHEN?

Since summer of 2002 in Getxo, and from now on….who knows????
